Operating Instructions

Machine Hook-up

This unit provides a direct connection to 4" or 6" insulation hose depending on the use of a 6" to 4" reducer shown in
(Illust. C). Slide hose on to the inlet and outlet of the gas vacuum and secure with hose clamps. Note: Hose clamps
are to be utilized with all hose connections to prevent air leakage and insure operator safety. Correct use of
clamps also helps to prevent hose plugging. All hoses must be pushed on completely until safety limit

switches are depressed.

Fan Installation for Replacement:

Remove bushing from fan hub and clean any debris or oil from bushing and hub center.

2. Rotate crankshaft so the keyway is in the 12 o'clock position and install crankshaft key.

4. Line up keyway slots on the bushing for the fan and crankshaft. Insert bushing into fan hub.

Place new fan on crankshaft without bushing installed. (See illust. J)

Note: Make sure fan blades are facing outward. There should be approximately an 1/8" to 1/4" gap
between the fan and chamber so they don't rub. Check this in multiple locations around fan and
chamber. (See Illust. K)

. Place bushing cover washer on hub of fan and start three bolts with lock washers by hand, turning them just enough

to engage the threads. Note: Apply a thin layer of red loctite on the bolt threads before installing and do
not tighten at this time. (See Illust. K)

. Install the center crankshaft bolt and tighten to 80-100 foot pounds. Note: Apply a thin layer of red loctite on

the bolt threads before installing. (See Illust. K)
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7. Tighten all three bolts to 20-25 foot pounds progressively in a clockwise rotation until the bushing is fully seated in the
fan hub. Note: Use a wrench or socket to tighten bolts. DO NOT USE AN IMPACT, FASTENER
DAMAGE MAY RESULT. Note: It may take several passes around to fully tighten bolts and seat
bushing. Note: Do not attempt to pull bushing flange flush with hub end; some gap must remain between
flange and hub after tightening.

8. Install fan chamber cover and secure with bolts. (See Illust. G) Note: One bolt is longer for the wiring harness

retaining clamp.
